Chapter 2 (1 - 13)

If you welcome the rich man, and look down on 
the poor man, you are making a big mistake. 
It was those who are poor according to the world 
that God chose to be rich in faith. So, never make 
distinctions between classes of people.  
Everyone is your neighbor. 
Love your neighbor as yourself. 
There will be judgment without mercy for people 
who have not been merciful. But merciful people 
need have no fear of judgment.
